DRAFT RULES

1. Short title and commencenient.- (1) These rules may be called the Ancient Monwments and Archaeolog
Sites and Remains (Amendment) Rules, 2017.
(2) They shall come into force on the date of their final publication in the Official Gazelte.

2, TIn the Ancient Monuments and Archaeclogical Sites and Remains Rules, 1959, for rule 6, the following rule
